Simple Cap Wrap
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This will be for flat backed pieces that you don’t want to cover up the front with the wires.

Two wires are twisted so that the twist goes nearly across the bottom where the wire will rest on the back ot the stone
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This stone is about the size of a quarter.  You can see the twist will go nearly across it.

Nexr bring both wires on each side out flat.

Position the twist at the bottom of the stone so it doesn’t show in front.

It should look like this in the back..  I am using copper soft wire for this stone.  It looks messy now but when you get done it should look fine.
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This is the back. ^
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This is the front. ^

Now we will refine and start the top.

Bring the front two wires to the back and around the back two wires.
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back

Now twist the front ones all the way around the back ones.

You have to hold the wires in the front where you want them as you are doing this.  I put my thumb across the front and fingers on the back..
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front

Now take the back two and make a  loop for the chain and fasten them down on the back  wires.
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You can see where I connected the loop wires too the same wires on the back.

The front you can use the extra wires to make curly Q’s or what ever you like.  I just tucked the in the front between wires.
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There you have it.

If it isn’t tight enough you can pull the wires in on the back more until it gets tight. This stone isn’t going anywhere.  Its in there tight. Simple and sleek!
